Straight
aaié it was unnecessary since the firm was merel
wekiing the Department to proteost sgainet nogotiations
on part of Viceroy with any other parties for s loan
for tho Hanchurian Benk."

regonte Pansne here, is oalling upon him {todey to say
"sood bye"” before leaving for lMexico. The complete
doanler was sent the Prosident. Theore is nol very nuch
in the correspondence cutvide of tho telegrems. It is
necdless to say there ls & nomorandum of the positive
opinion of the law officers upon the constitutiocnael guestion.
I am having another complote Gossier preopared which will
bo printed ss an informstion sories, but which can be sent
you on a day's notice 1f you eare about it. The matter
has been very complicated and its {inal phases sonewhat
trying, as you will see. I have just been telking to lr.
Charlos Vilson sbout it. .

The Hondurss mattor seomg to be coming on finely. I
think in & day or two I can nmail you the final dvaft
controet and convention, which, 1£:yau approve them, ocan
be put through slmost immediately.
