I am greatly interested in the pro-

Ject that you outline in your letter of February 22d.
I can see that there would be meny advanteages in laupch-
ing at the present time the type of propaganda that
you have in mind. A plea for education should certainly
be included in such a propaganda. I wish thet I could
co8perate with you in the way that you suggest, but the
difficulty is to find time. To prepare even & brief
statement limited to one thousand words would consume
two or three days, and should demand a much longer
period of careful study, discussion, and reflection.
At the present time, I have, in addition to my regular
duties, the work involved in the chairmanship of one of
the committees of the National Research Council and in
membership upon the commission wecently appointed from
the Netional Education Association to consider & ducational
read justments due to the war. I am leaving for Washington
today for a protracted periocd of committee work.

I am burdening you with these details to indicate

the position in which I find myself. I am greatly inter-
ested in your proposals and I wish that I could help the



cause that you wish to promote. Just now, however, it
would be impossible for me to do the work in the way
that it should be done if it is to serve as a basis for
an extensive propagandsa.
