Washington Meny-Go-Round 
Congressman Days Book Linked to Nazi Agents.

Representat ive Stephen A . Day , Republ ican 

Congressman-at-large from Il l inois , has j u s t 
written a book which should be examined by 
every A m e r i c a n citizen who wants to save the 
Congress of the United States. 

T h e book is called "We Must Save the R e ­
public." I t s cover is in red, white and blue, 
and the book is done up wi th a l l sorts of patri­
otic tr immings . 

W h a t C o n g r e s s m a n D a y does not say, how­
ever, is that his book "We Must Save the Re­
public" w a s published by agents wi th N a z i con­
nections. 

T h e book's back cover page contains this ap­
peal: "Dear A m e r i c a n , this book was inspired 
by the overwhelming response the author re­
ceived f rom the A m e r i c a n people for his bri l­
l iant, chal lenging radio address exposing 'Union 
Now' on J u n e 15, 1941—which date is, inciden­
tally, the day on w h i c h E u r o p e a n nations are 
supposed to pay instal lments on the w a r debts 
they owe the United States." 

B u t what is omitted f rom the back cover is 
the fact that C o n g r e s s m a n Day ' s speech attack­
ing Bi"itain or J u n e 15 was mimeographed and 
sent out to newspapers f r o m the office of the 
C o l u m b i a P r e s s Service, which handles publicity 
for George Sy lves ter Viereck. Viereck, a nephew 
of the late K a i s e r , draws $1000 monthly as the 
agent of N a z i G e r m a n y . 

Regisfered as Agents 
T h e company publishing his book is F l a n d e r s 

H a l l , of Scotch P la ins , N . J . , and anyone exam-
ing the records of the State Department w i l l 
find that on A p r i l 9, 1941, F l a n d e r s H a l l reg­
istered as a foreign agent, l ist ing as its officers 
S igfr id H a u c k , president; M a r y H a u c k , vice pres­
ident, and Adolf H a u c k , secretary-treasurer. 

L i s t e d as the parties for w h o m the above 
worked are George Sylvester Viereck, who in 
t u r n is registered wi th the State Department 
as a N a z i agent, together wi th D r . Gise lher W i r s -
ing, of Munich , who is also the agent of V e r l a g 
K n o r r and H i r t h , a Munich publishing house. 

F l a n d e r s H a l l , before it published Congress­
m a n Day's tome, published "The 100 F a m i l i e s 
that R u l e the E m p i r e , " a vitriol ic attack on 
the B r i t i s h wri t ten by the above-mentioned 
Gise lher W i r s i n g . 

Congressman Day's book also is devoted to 
at tacking Great Br i ta in . A n d although no men­
tion is made of who published it, the book is 
touted as tearing "the m a s k s f rom the s inister 
scheme to scrap your freedom and your herit­
age." 

Note: W h e n stump-speakers shout about the 
danger of dictatorship in the U . S. A . and how 
the powers of Congress are being limited, they 

forget that dictatorship in G e r m a n y did not 
come unti l after the G e r m a n people lost confi­
dence in the Reichstag . I n this country the 
A m e r i c a n people w i l l retain confidence in Con­
gress only as long as its members refra in 
running under false colors.
