THOMAS, RICE, AND MOSER 

SENTENCED TO JA IL

After hearing pleas for leniency in 
the cases of E. Louis Thomas, former 
proprietor of the Commercial Hotel, 
Collegeville, Elmer W. Moser, an em­
ployee about the place, and H. Claire 
Rice, recent purchaser of the stock and 
fixtures of the hotel (the trio was be­
fore Judge Solly for sentence at noon 
Wednesday of last week) the court 
made it perfectly plain the matter had 
long since outgrown that stage.

Sentences imposed were:
E. Louis Thomas, 30 days in ja il and 

a fine of $250 and costs of prosecution.
Elmer W. Moser, $250 fine and 

costs.
H, Claire Rice, three months in ja il 

and similar fine and costs.
Thomas and Moser were before the 

court on pleas of guilty entered at 
the February term. Rice pleaded 
guilty to sale and possession of in­
toxicants following a raid on the place 
by state police on March 13.

Judge Solly declared without equi­
vocation he intended—and felt he Was 
voicing the opinion of the other two 
jurists—that the Commercial Hotel at 
Collegeville should no longer be con­
ducted as a “roadhouse” even if  the 
padlock law had to be resorted to.

“When Mr. Thomas came before mer 
a year or more ago,” Judge Solly de­
clared after listening attentively to 
Attorneys McAvoy and Fox, who rep­
resented the three defendants, “a jury 
acquitted him. He went scot free. At 
that time I gave Mr. Thomas what I 
considered to be good sound advice.

‘T urged him to get out of the busi­
ness and he promised he would,” the 
court continued. “Complaints had 
been made concerning the manner in 
which this hostelry was being run and 
I warned Thomas never to appear be­
fore this court again- on a similar 
charge.

“I  had hoped to close the Commer­
cial Hotel in this manner,” Judge 
Solly went on, “And I gave Mr. 
Thomas the opportunity to aid the 
court along those lines, I regret very 
much to say he broke faith with me 
and so, after mature and careful con­
sideration this is what I  will do.”

Sentence was then imposed.
When Rice was brought before the 

court, Judge Solly told the defendant 
hb “knew how the Commercial Hotel 
was being run when he' bought the 
property and deliberately continued 
to operate the place in a" similar way.

Thomas and Rice were jointly ar­
rested when the hotel was raided on 
March 13. Thomas, by •virtue of the 
assignment of the lease, showed 
that the property, was no longer being 
operated by him, and that he merely 
had engaged a room there that night. 
He was acquitted by jury following in­
structions to that effect from the 
court.

Collegeville High School won a 
championship debate last Friday even­
ing in Bomberger hall, Ursinus Col­
lege, when they gained a two to one 
decision over the Lansdale High 
School debaters for the Ursinus Inter­
scholastic Debating League banner for 
class B.

The debate was on the question, 
Resolved, that the United States 
should grant the Philippine Islands 
their immediate independence.” Col­
legeville upheld the affirmative side 
while Lansdale defended the nega­
tive.

The Collegeville team, coached by- 
Prof. W. A. Gensler consisted of: Paul 
M. Oberholtzer, 1st. speaker; Samuel 
J .  Kligerman, 2nd speaker, and Nel­
son M. Bortz, 3rd speaker, with War­
ren Y; Francis, alternate.

BIG BUILDING BOOM AT OAKS
Recently, an enthusiastic booster of 

Oaks, exlaimed “Miami, Florida, has 
nothing on Oaks.

Never, in the history of that sec­
tion had such a rapid development— 
and, apparently, a healthy one—as 
that which is now going on at Oaks 
and which will be even greater in the 
next few months.

Here are some of the activities that 
the visitor to the town can notice as 
he drives through.
_ Concrete, brick, steel, and glass con­
struction on the 14 buildings of the 
new industrial plant of the Philadel­
phia Rubber Works progressing rap­
idly. Officials of the industry state 
there are now 375 mechanics and 
laborers employed daily on the huge 
job. When this plant is completed, 
about July 1, it will give employment 
to 500 persons and is the big reason 
for the development at Oaks.

Jarrett’s new concrete block stor­
age garage and repair shop is prac­
tically under roof.

Oaks Development Company oper­
ation on Meadow Lawn tract is pro­
gressing with three modern homes 
under construction and three more 
planned.

Haslett Chute and Conveyor com­
pany to break ground for a substan­
tial addition to their plant.

Five other homes now under con­
struction being built by individual 
lot owners.

Township commissioners have start­
ed work on Egypt road and in a short 
time an improved highway will be 
open through to Phoenixville and to 
Norristown.

It is conservatively estimated that 
within the next six months 75 to 100 
new homes will be built or will be in 
the course of construction in the terri­
tory immediately surrounding Oaks 
due to the industrial activity in the 
community and the natural advant­
ages of the location from the stand­
point of transportation.

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D U TIES OF CITIZEN SH IP N EG LECTED .
Qualified voters who fail to exercise the elective franchise, who 

fail to do their duty as American citizens, received thfe timely and 
vigorous attention of President Coolidge in a recent address before 
a national patriotic association, as follows :

Citizenship in America is not a private enterprise, but a public tunc- 
tion. If its requirements are not met disaster will overtake the whole 
fabric of our institutions. It is not in violence and crime that our greatest 
danger lies. A far more serious danger lurks in the shirking of the re­
sponsibilities of citizenship, where the evil may not be so noticeable, but is 
more insidious and likely to be more devastating. . .

If we are to maintain the principle that Governments derive their just 
powers from the consent of the governed ; if we are to have any measure 
of self-government; if the voice of the people is to rule ; if representa­
tives are truly to reflect the popular will, it is necessary that in each elec­
tion there should be a fairly full participation by all qualified voters. This 
is very far from being the case in recent years. There is a widespread dis­
regard by many citizens of the privilege and duty of voting.

It is only the approach of some silent and unrecognized peril that needs 
to give us alarm. Such a situation will develop if the Government ceases 
to represent the people because the public has become inarticulate. If the 
people fail to vote a Government will be developed which is not their 
Government.

Under our Government the people— the qualified electors—  
are clearly designated as being supreme. Public officials from 
President down to the humblest public official receive their 
authority from the people to serve the people. Therefore, the 
people are, in the last analysis, exactly responsible for the service 
they receive from their public servants. In the elections of 1920 
and 1924 less than 50 per cent of the electors of the United States’ 
voted. In State and municipal elections the percentage of voters 
who do their duty freqently tails below 50 per cent. In larger 
cities the apathy and indifference of voters indicated by the stay- 
at-homes on election days, is evidence that millions of electors 
are slackers. And among them are those who are continually 
h&rping about inefficient, extravagant, and dishonest public 
officials. The fact appears to be that rightful human liberty is not 
appreciated, is at a discount among citizens of the United States. 
The sacrifices made by the founders of our system of government 
have come to be regarded by many as of but little importance. 
The just individual rights of freemen are constantly being en­
croached upon and trampled under foot by audacious busybodies 
with their cure-all schemes for the eradication of, in many 
instances, assumed evils. These busybodies are always in evidence, 
as it is their right to be, on election days and before legislative 
bodies. The stay-at-homes— the derelict citizens— are encouraging 
the destroyers of their own freedom, the filchers of money from 
their own pockets, and the abettors of crime (through antiquated 
and inadequate laws for the prompt punishment of criminals) to do 
their very worst. As heretofore observed in this column, our form 
of government yet remains very much on trial. Its permanency 
during centuries to come depends upon a rational, enlightened 
electorate— fully appreciative of the sacredness of rightful human 
freedom, appreciative of the best possible application of the 
people’s government and sufficiently mindful of the sacred duty of 
citizenship on election days, and the discharge of that duty.

H ERRIN , ILLINOIS.

Herrin 
has been the scene of frequent riots and murders, one of the occa­
sions having been especially notorious because of the number of 
the dead and the wounded. Human life must be quite unsafe in 
Herrin. It is an American centre of anarchy where county and 
state authorities are unwilling or unable to cope with the de­
structive elements of human society.

LIQUOR SITU ATIO N  DEEM ED D E SPE R A T E .
Congress was asked last week by Mayor Williuui E. Dever, of 

Chicago, to provide some measure of relief from the present “des­
perate situation” 'under the Volstead act. Appearing on his own 
volition before the Senate Prohibition Committee, the Mayor de­
clared that, although he was elected on a reform and law-observance 
platform, he had decided after mature consideration that a “ world 
of harm” was resulting from the present state of affairs, particularly 
in the larger cities. Mr. Dever added that he, himself had no 
remedy to propose, and did not believe “any other man in America 
is big enough to give the answer at this time.”

FARM CALENDAR

Save From Lightning—The light­
ning rod, when properly installed, is 
an efficient protection against damage 
from this cause. This does not in­
clude installations constructed of poor 
materials and assembled in a hap­
hazard fashion. The chief function of 
a lightning conductor is to provide a 
path over the surface of a building or

other object rather than pass into the 
building itself and cause fire.

Know Your Barberry—Japanese 
barberry is an ornamental shrub and 
not the host plant for wheat stem 
rust. The common law barberry is 
the one that serves as the host for the 
rust organism and should be de­
stroyed.

Set Out Strong Cabbage—Be sure 
the cabbage plants are well hardened

before setting them in the field. They 
should have that reddish tinge that in­
dicates a well-hardened plant. A few 
gardeners treat their plants with ni­
trate a few days before planting “to 
give them a good green color,” as 
some say. But such treatment stim­
ulates the growth of tender tissue and 
makes the plants less hardy to frost.

Split the Perennials—Perennials re­
quire dividing every few years. Es­

pecially is this true of peonies and 
iris. Simply lift the large clumps and 
cut into three or four parts with a 
sharp spade.

Test Seed Corn—How is your seed 
corn supply? I t  will soon be plant­
ing time and the assurance that the 
seed corn put in the planter-box will 
grow is a comforting one. A test in 
time will save possible disappointment 
and insure a better crop prospect.

ance. Serg. Kehoe now has lots of 
sympathy for the ill fated Mister 
Lammerhart. I t  is rumored this little 
police court episode has quite “upsot” 
Squire Scheuren.

Girl students in a Michigan college 
started something recently by reporting 
to the college authorities that ten of 
the boy students, their “friends,” in­
vited to a private sorority dance given 
by the girls had “abused their hospi­
tality” by drinking liquor at the party. 
“The boys were our friends and guests 
but we were forced to take the action 
we did to uphold our ideals and prin­
cipals even if  some people may call 
us ‘pruds' for doing it.” The girls 
did not mention any names in their 
report. Before the authorities could 
take action the boys came forward 
of their own .free will, admitted their 
guilt and took their medicine, a three 
weeks’ suspension, the penalty for pos­
sessing liquor on the college grounds, 
without flinching. Their only excuse 
was that they thought the girls would 
welcome them, as good sports if  they 
brought liquor.

I t  is interesting to note that all 
drinking at the Michigan college 
dances, since the above episode, has 
been stopped voluntarily and without 
the authorities taking any further ac­
tion. That story shows where the 
remedy lies for correcting most of 
our social and moral vices. The girls 
can set and maintain their own stand­
ards whether it  is in a dance hall or 
•elsewhere and the boys will conform 
to them. Even history teaches that 
the women control the moral and soc­
ial standards of a country.

This idea has been and is still being 
very successfully put into practice at 
Ursinus College. The girls must 
obey very strict and rigid social rules 
and restrictions while the boys, put- 
side of the freshmen, have hardly any 
regulations to .govern them and we 
dare say that according to what hap­
pens at some colleges the boys and 
girl? of Ursinus are above the aver­
age in behavior,

Care plus speed should always be 
taken by the firemen in rushing tp a 
fire. Several weeks ago two promi­
nent Perkasie fireman’s lives were 
snuffed out when the recently pur­
chased Perkasie apparatus w a s  
swerved sharply to oue side while 
rounding a corner a t an excessive 
speed in Quakertown in order to avoid 
hitting another machine-and skidded, 
sideswiping a telephone pole. The 
twp unfortunate men were hanging 
on the side of the apparatus and were 
squeezed and brushed off by the pole. 
Jacob Crouthamel, 40 years old, prom­
inent citizen, clubman and clothing 
manufacturer, was killed instantly. 
William Sames 30 years old, also well 
known in Perekasie died three hours 
later in the Quakertown hospital. 
Both men are survived by families. 
Ralph Schlichter, of Quakertown, has 
been arrested as the driver of the car 
that obstructed the fire company’s 
progress and caused the swerving of 
the fire apparatus. A number of other 
firemen were also thrown off and se­
verely injured and the apparatus was 
damaged. The new engine was being 
operated by Herbert Kramer, of Perk­
asie.

The Perkasie fire engine was one of 
eight North Penn companies respond­
ing to a test alarm in Quakertown to 
see how rapidly the various towns 
could arrive at a given point in case 
of fire.

So the next time the GRAND RUSH 
to a fire is in progress remember that 
it is better to get there a little late 
than not at all.

Juries hold human life and crime 
very cheaply according to recent much 
advertised court verdicts. And as 
juries are selected by lot from the 
citizens who make up their judicial dis­
trict it therefore seems that the gen­
eral public in this day and age hold 
human life rather cheaply. Every 
time a criminal is let go with a 
light reprimand or no punishment at 
all, it has a two-fold effect. First, 
the criminal when he finds that he 
can get away with it once will soon 
try to repeat; and second, there are a 
lot of evil intended people in this 
world who would like to follow their 
base ideas but a yellow streak due 
to fear of apprehension holds them 
back. When this sort of a person sees 
the other guy getting away with it he 
gets up nerve and tries it. himself. It 
works the same as with a crowd of 
boys in a school room. One boy 
throws a spitball. Thrash him and 
the rest of the boys will be scared 
stiff. No one will attempt to throw 
a second spitball if  you carried out 
the thrashing thoroughly enough 
but let the first mischievous boy 
keep on throwing spitballs without 
reprimanding him and in ten minutes 
some tough rowdy in the-back of the 
room will take off his shoe and hit 
you on the nose. Therefore if  you 
would save yourself don’t save the 
criminal from punishment.

$106,000, GIFT TO YALE

New Haven, Conn., April 15—Mrs. 
Edward S. Harkness, of New York, 
has presented to Yale University the 
Melk copy of the Gutenburg Bible, re­
cently sold at auction in New York for 
$106,000. The g ift is made in mem­
ory of Mrs. Stephen V. Harkness.

“Thru her extraordinary thought­
ful generosity,” President Jam es R. 
Angell, of Yale, said today, “Mrs. 
Harkness has once more put Yale un­
der the deepest obligation by her 
memorable g ift of the, great Guten­
berg Bible.”

The Gutenburg Bible, published in 
1455, was the first book printed from 
movable type. The copy which now 
comes to Yale is one of the 42 ex­
tant, of which only 25 are complete.

CHECK SENT ACROSS OCEAN BY 
W IRELESS

London, April 20.—For the first 
time in the history of banking a check 
has been transmitted photograhpically 
across the ocean by wireless and will 
be duly honored if there are no legal 
impediments.

The check was written by General 
J .  G. Harbord in the sum of $1000, 
drawn on the Bankers’ Trust Company 
in favor of the Radio Corporation of 
America, of which General Harbord 
is president. I t  was transmitted from 
Marconi headquarters here this a f­
ternoon by the system invented by 
Captain Richard H. Ranger.

Reception in the United States was 
confirmed within 20 minutes by reg­
ular Morse signals.

FARM CALENDAR
Use Hotbeds Again—Hotbeds may 

be used for the growing of melon and 
cucumber plants in paper bands or 
pots after the tomatoes have been re­
moved, say vegetable gardening spec­
ialists of the Pennsylvania State Col­
lege. Such crops also may be planted 
directly in the hotbed, a hill to each 
sash, and allowed to mature there.

Avoid Early Pasturing—Do not 
turn the cows out to pasture too early. 
The first grass is watery and contains 
little feeding value. Pastures are in­
jured by the tramping of the cattle 
when the ground is soft. Better wait 
until the grass is well started before 
opening the pasture gate.

Must Show Results— Purebred sires 
should be judged by their progeny 
rather than by their ancestors.

Neglect Demands Toll—At this 
time of the year many little things 
which might have been done last fall 
show up. Bees not protected from 
winter’s stormy blasts are dead. Rab­
bits and mice took advaritage of the 
fruit trees left exposed to their at­
tacks. Some of the farm machinery 
is badiy rusted and hard to start be­
cause it  stood in a big shed -with the 
sky for a roof. Maybe the seed com 
does not want to grow. Perhaps it 
will not happen Another year.

Sweeten Sour Soils—It  is estimated 
that 90 per cent of the farm land in 
Pennsylvania needs lime. Poor and 
unproductive land is almost invari­
ably sour, and most good soils would 
be better with more lime.

We are not among those who are 
complaining about flappers smoking 
cigarettes because they might take a 
notion to chew tobacco and that would 
be much worse.—New Orleans States.

TROOPS TO K EEP PEACE 
IN HERRIN

Herrin, 111., April 28.—Fears that 
“Bloody Williamson” is in for another 
reign of terror are being felt by law- 
abiding elements of the county, with 
state troops on guard in Herrin and 
vicinity following election day riots in 
which,, six were killed and many in­
jured.

Fourteen months of peace had given 
the decent citizenry a sense of secur­
ity which has suddenly been shattered, 
and again there is suspicion or fear or 
enmity in every man’s eye.

The situation apparenty is nQW well 
in hand, but due to the tense feeling 
there is no telling when more trouble 
will start and it is feared other out­
breaks will occur as the handful of 
militia here are unable to do more 
than patrol the places where the 
shooting has already taken place.

Bitterness, dating back to the days 
when the late Glen Young, Klan 
leader, was self-styled dictator of 
Williamson county, is believed respon­
sible for the renewal of warfare.

Herrin’s business, men, having suf­
fered another setback to the confi­
dence they have been buiding up in 
the city since the series of troubles 
gave it  a “black eye” in the minds of 
the outside world, are renewing their 
efforts for the establishment of last­
ing peace. i

Eighteen men have been shot to 
death in Herrin in the Klan and anti- 
Klan battles which have followed the 
^Herrin massacre,” in which 21 men 
were murdered. The “massacre,” a 
mine strike riot, was in June 21, 1922.

Thus far the score of deaths is 12 
Kansmen and six anti-Klansmen and 
one supposed neutral. No one has been 
convicted of any of the deaths.

May Week will be celebrated) thru- 
out Montgomery County the first 
week in May 1926.

The purpose of the May Day cele­
bration is to focus attention on our 
most precious asset— OUR CHIL­
DREN.

The ideal to which we should drive 
is that there should be no child in 
America that has not been bom under 
proper conditions, that does not live 
in hygienic surroundings, that ever 
suffers from under-nutrition, that 
does not have prompt and ’ efficient 
medical attention and inspection, that 
does not receive primary instruction 
in the elements of hygiene and good 
health.

Viewing the situation as a whole it 
is clear that the one most important 
element in the field of child health 
is the home and family group.

The home is the natural health cen­
ter. Outside | agencies are only ex­
pert assistants to it. This means 
that the privilege and duty of main­
taining the children’s health belongs 
decidedly to the heads of the home.

The things in the home which have 
influence on the health of the chil­
dren are:

1. The health of the parents and 
other members of the family.

2. Living conditions in the home, 
such as cleanliness, airings, sunlight, 
crowding, personal harmony or dis-
cord.

3. Diet.
4. Training.
5. Recreation.
6. Medical and dental supervision.
Conditions found can usually be

remedied within the family circle. If 
this is impossible, your family physi­
cian, your health department, or other 
outside agencies can help you.

There will be special features in the 
Child Welfare Centers and in the 
schools during the week and the stores 
will display appropriate posters and 
window exhibits.
